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1998.  As such it is permitted to continue to select its intake by reference to 
ability. 
 
Annex 2 to the relevant supplemental funding agreement will set out the 
procedure for removing selective arrangements. 
 
 
5. The Company shall ensure that parents and ‘relevant children2’ will 
have the right of appeal to an Independent Appeal Panel if they are 
dissatisfied with an admission decision of the Company. The Independent 
Appeal Panel will be independent of the Company.  The arrangements for 
appeals will comply with the School Admission Appeals Code published by the 
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determination and objections. 
 
10. The Academy admission arrangements will include oversubscription 
criteria, and an admission number for each relevant age group3.  The 
Academy will consult on its admission arrangements and determine them in 
line with requirements within the School Admissions Code. 
 
11. The Company should make it clear, when determining the Academy’s 
admission arrangements, that objections should be submitted to the Schools 
Adjudicator (OSA). 
 
12. A determination of an objection by the OSA on behalf of the Secretary of 
State, or by the Secretary of State will be binding upon the Academy.
